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Abstract

This academic article analyzes the role of student and youth movements in Thai political
transformation from the October 14, 1973 uprising to the 2020-2021 protests. Employing Social
Movement Theory and Democratic Transition frameworks, the research finds that Thai student
movements have undergone significant evolution in protest forms, political demands, and
communication strategies, particularly through the adoption of digital media and social networking
platforms in recent years. However, these movements continue to face challenges from entrenched

power structures and state control mechanisms. This article argues that youth movements constitute
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a critical variable in driving Thailand's political change toward more participatory democracy, despite
structural and institutional constraints.
