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Abstract

This article presents approaches to developing 21°t century skills through modern educational
curricula, focusing on analyzing the importance of these skills in the context of technological and
social changes. The article discusses the components of 21% century skills, methods for integrating
these skills into educational curricula, as well as challenges and recommendations for

implementation. Additionally, it presents specific impacts and recommendations for the Thai
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education sector, emphasizing the importance of curriculum improvement, teacher development,
assessment, and collaboration with various sectors. The article concludes that the development of
2715 century skills is key to preparing learners for future challenges and creating a sustainable learning

society.
