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Abstract

This academic article presents the concept and pedasgogical strategy of play-based
learning as an effective approach to promoting holistic development in early childhood. It
emphasizes that “play” is not merely a recreational activity but a powerful learning process

that aligns with the natural development of young children during the most rapid stage of
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brain growth. The article argues that early childhood educators should serve as facilitators
who design creative and developmentally appropriate activities based on each child's
individual interests and needs.

Drawing upon theoretical analysis and relevant research, the article highlights that
quality play-based learning must occur within a safe and meaningful learning environment.
Essential conditions include providing a variety of materials and play options, granting children
autonomy in selecting their activities, and fostering positive interactions between children,
teachers, and peers. The instructional design should be grounded in integrative and child-
centered approaches that encourage hands-on experiences and active learning processes.

The core contribution of this article is the introduction of the PLAY-4D Developmental
Teaching Model, which comprises five key components: (1) Environment Design, (2) Material
Variety, (3) Teacher-as-Facilitator, (4) Child Agency & Choice, and (5) Development Monitoring.
The model follows a four-step process summarized as P-L-A-Y: Prepare, Let, Assist, and Yield.
It aligns with the principles of Developmentally Appropriate Practice (DAP) and Active Learning,
making it a suitable framework for application in early childhood education settings. This
model ultimately aims to enhance children’s developmental potential in physical, emotional,

social, and cognitive domains through structured yet flexible and meaningful play experiences.
