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Abstract

This research paper aims to explain the historical contexts that have
shaped the intercultural features embedded in Karate, and to discuss the creole
nature within Karate. It employs qualitative documentary research alongside
autoethnography as its methodologies. The research findings are discussed
across four historical periods: (1) the era when Karate belonged to the Ryukyu
kingdom, (2) the period following the annexation of the Ryukyu Kingdom into the
Japanese Empire, (3) the post-World War Il era when the Empire of Japan
transitioned into modern Japan, and (4) the present era, marked by the modernization

and internationalization of Karate.

The study clarifies that Karate has become a discipline no longer necessarily
tied to Japanese civilization, as it has evolved into a ‘creole’ discipline, blending
various intercultural features embedded in its processes of evolution. Consequently,
Karate has become a cultural heritage that has continuously adapted for over

500 years along the way.
