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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study teachers’ loyalty level as well as
develop and examine the consistency of the casual model of teachers’ loyalty towards
the school of The Sisters of Saint Paul de Chartres related to the empirical data. The sample
taken for this research comprised of 548 teachers. The research tool was the questionnaires
with the content validity of 0.60-1.00 and the reliability of 0.76-0.88. Quantitative data were
analyzed by using the descriptive statistics: percentage, mean, standard deviation, Pearson
correlation analysis and Model analysis by Adanco 2.01.

The findings were as follows: (1) The analysis of teachers’ loyalty level towards the
schools of The Sisters of Saint Paul de Chartres indicated that teachers had a high level of
loyalty towards the school. When considering each aspect, psychological aspect had the
highest score, followed by behavioral aspect, persistent aspect and norm aspect, (2) The
results of the analysis of structural equation on the casual model of teachers’ loyalty towards
the school of the Sisters of Saint Paul de Chartres revealed that all observed variables had
the indicator reliability of 0.618-0.938. When considering the coefficient of determination
(R2) of the model, it was found that the commitment to the school was 0.346 and the
loyalty towards the school was 0.517. The direct and indirect influence affected loyalty
towards the school at the statistical significance level of .05, and (3) The results of the
analysis of structural equation on the casual model of teachers’ loyalty revealed that
the model was consistent with the empirical data. Regarding the variable weight, the

coefficient of all observed variables ranged from 0.593 to 0.945.

This research on the title of Law Enforcement on Reconciliation Justice had the
objectives on studying the problems, causes and suggesting the guidelines development of
law enforcement on reconciliation justice. The study applied qualitative research method
using questionnaire, depth interviews and seminar groups to collect information and data.
The results of the research revealed that the provisions of the law relating to the judicial
process during the investigation of juveniles including the concept of protecting children and
youths who commited offenses were obstacles in the performance of competent officials.
Moreover, the stakeholders concerning with the legal proceeding with children and youths
still lacked the understanding of the legislative intent of reconciliation justice process.
The budget readiness, the training of staff and stakeholders in operations and the cooperation
of the offending child or youth and their family were regarded as the important factors that
caused problems in the reconciliation justice process during the investigation of juvenile
cases. To develop the effectiveness of the reconciliation justice process in the investigation
of juvenile cases, the Juvenile and Family Courts and Juvenile and Family Procedure Act B.E.
2010 should be reviewed and amended to include provisions related to the reconciliation

process instead of criminal prosecution.

This research aimed to study roles, duties and operations as well as problems and
obstacles in the collaboration between inquiry officers and rescuers in traffic accident
cases in the area of Samut Sakhon province. This study was qualitative research that was
conducted by interviewing the target groups of 5 inquiry officers and 5 rescuers at Samut
Sakhon Charity Foundation obtained by Snowball Sampling. The data were collected by
in-depth interviews and the instrument quality was found by an analysis of content validity
from experts and the related literature. The results of the research indicated as follows:
1) Currently, the collaboration between the inquiry officers and rescuers focused on
preventing the accident especially recording the detail of the accident case such as traffic
accident statistics, risk areas, as well as procedures and methods of helping the injured.
In each time of helping the injured, a decision was forbidden to be made by sole person.
In addition, there must have a doctor, investigator or rescuer who are experienced and skilled
at a professional level in the accident scene every time in order to avoid carelessness and
mistakes. Inquiry officers were highly crucial to investigating traffic accident cases according
to the power of the law. Moreover, inquiry officers should coordinate with relevant officers,
such as forensic scientists or scientists, coroners, rescuers. 2) From the study of problems
and obstacles in the collaboration between inquiry officers and rescuers in traffic accident
case in the area of Samut Sakhon Province, the two main problems were found including
the problem of treatment at accident scenes due to the small number of inquiry officers as
well as the problem related to the coordination of transportation of the injured, etc.

The purpose of this study was to examine the safety level of cooking vegetables
with MJPK test kit and apply the data to policy planning for developing a guideline of control
system to check the procurement of uncontaminated toxins by the Nutrition Department,
Police Cadet Academy.

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Abstract

The study aimed to compare the knowledge and understanding in forensic science of
the medical personnel at Paknamchumphon hospital and Tungtago hospital in Chumphon
province. The quantitative research was performed by using the questionnaire reviewed
under the index of item objective congruence (I0C). The sample included 68 medical
personnel selected by purposive sampling and the statistical analysis and hypotheses testing
were conducted with t-test. The results showed that knowledge and understanding in
forensic science of the medical personnel of these two hospitals were found at the good
level. The knowledge and understanding in the autopsy were found at the highest level while
the knowledge and understanding in identity identification were found at the lowest level.
Based on the comparison study between medical doctors and nurses in the hospitals, it was
found that (1) Different working status affected knowledge and understanding in wound
documentation. The medical doctors were more knowledgeable in wound documentation
than nurses and nurses were more knowledgeable in victim identification than the medical
doctors. (2) Different working experiences revealed different personnel's knowledge and
understanding of 4 areas, except the identity identification. (3) Different training courses for
the personnel clearly demonstrated the difference in knowledge and understanding for the
areas of wound documentation and identity identification. (4) The medical personnel
working in different hospitals had different knowledge and understanding. The medical
personnel working at Paknamchumphon Hospital had more knowledge and understanding
than the medical personnel working at Thungtako Hospital in terms of identity identification
at the statistical significance level of 0.05. In conclusion, overall knowledge and
understanding in forensic science of the hospital personnel were equivalent. The identity
identification should be enhanced as it affected the knowledge and understanding in

forensic science of the medical personnel.

Abstract

This research had two objectives as follows: 1) to study the factors affecting the
product demand forecasting 2) to study the effectiveness of product demand forecasting
affecting the operation. This research was quantitative research. Samples used in this research
were 380 employees of ABC (Thailand) Co., Ltd. The sample size was calculated by using
Yamane's formula and the samples were recruited by using the non-probability sampling of
simple random sampling. The tool for data collection in this research was the questionnaire.
The statistical analysis included percentage, mean and standard deviation for explaining the
information of personal characteristic factors, logistics management factors, and product
demand forecasting of factories. The multiple regression analysis was implemented to test
the hypothesis at the confidence level of 95%. The research results indicated that the
logistics management factors were rated at the high level (X =3.96, S.D. =0.55). When
considering each aspect, the control (X =4.04, S.D. =0.66) and data storage (X =4.07,
S.D. =0.71) were found at the highest level, followed by data management (X =3.96,
S.D. =0.68), implementation planning (X =3.94, S.D. =0.62) and distribution management
(X =3.80, S.D. =0.88), respectively. The overall product demand forecasting was found at
the high level, when considering each aspect, the timing and cost factors were both high in
all aspects, respectively. The results of hypotheses testing revealed that logistics management
factor of implementation planning, data management, and distribution management
influenced the timing factor of product demand forecasting of factories in Nava Nakorn
Industrial Estate (Case Study of ABC (Thailand) Co., Ltd.)

Abstract

The objective of this research was to identify the factors affecting being an innovative
organization and innovative process of the Metropolitan Waterworks Authority. This research
was quantitative research. This research compiled the factors involved in the innovation
organization from the relevant literature and theory reviews. Then, the factors obtained
from the interview with experts were put into questionnaires. All questions were tested in
terms of the content validity (I0C) which were between 0.500-1.000 and the reliability of the
questionnaire with the coefficient of Cronbach's Alpha of 0.982 The questionnaires were
collected both online and offline with the sample group of employees of the Metropolitan
Waterworks Authority. The samples were recruited by using the stratified sampling by
dividing the population into lines of work and randomizing the number of samples according
to the proportion of the population size. The 376 completed questionnaires were obtained
and the descriptive and inferential statistics were used for studying the relationships between
variables. The analysis results of Structural Equation Modeling indicated that Innovation
Process directly affected Organizational Performance at 62.60% (R*=0.626) and directly
affected the Organizational Innovativeness at 53.40% (R =0.534) In addition, the
factors of Organizational Characteristics indirectly affect Organizational Performance and
Organizational Innovativeness through the Innovation Process at 73.80% (R*=0.738). Then,
the researcher led the results to discuss with the experts. The experts agreed with the
research results and proposed a guideline for promoting and developing innovative
processes in the organization by using the research results to develop the organization to

become an innovative organization.

Abstract

The objective of this research was to identify the component of technostress and
technostress inhibitors on work from home: the context of Banking industry. This research
was quantitative research by using the questionnaire to collect the data. The content
validity (I0C) of questionnaire was tested and the IOC was found between 0.500-1.000.
The reliability test of the questionnaire indicated that the coefficient of Cronbach's Alpha
was 0.827. The data was collected both online and offline with the sample group of
commercial bank employees in Thailand who used to work from home. The purposive
sampling was used to recruit the samples. The 445 completed questionnaires were obtained,
and the data were analyzed by using the descriptive statistics and inferential statistics to
study the components of variables. The exploratory component analysis (EFA) revealed
that technostress consisted of complexity, overload, invasion and insecurity. In addition,
technostress inhibitors consisted of literacy facilitation and technical support. The research
findings also suggested the ways to alleviate the stress of technology use for employees. For
organizations to adopt technology or to change the way they work, the sufficient time for
learning, the participation in the changes and the preparation of various aspects should be
provided for employees to relieve the stress of technology adoption and reduce the impact

on employees if technology would be used within the organization in the future.

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Abstract

This paper aimed to analyze the impact of Covid-19 on full-service carriers and the
changes of revenue structures during Covid-19 crisis. The document analysis, horizontal
analysis, ratio analysis and percentage change analysis were used to analyze by comparing
the revenue changes between pre-Covid-19 and during Covid-19 situation of 3 full-service
carriers. The result showed that the cargo revenues of 3 full service carriers were significantly
increased which were accounted for 86.25%, 41.43% and 38.82%, respectively. These figures
were relevant to the analysis of IATA which stated the stable growth of cargo during Covid-19.
In conclusion, it can be summarized that one of the measures to survive during the Covid-19
situation of full-service carriers was to focus more significantly on the air cargo revenue.

Abstract

The use of force by police officers had to be enforced according to the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights. It is permitted under the use of force policy of United Nations
and Thailand is also a member of United Nations. The Royal Thai Police studied and
reculated it to be in agreement with the principles of human rights and Thai laws and
announced new policy on use of force in 2016. The Royal Thai Police provided better
understanding on this matter to police officers before publicizing suidance to communities.
The main point of this was to allow police officers to quickly tailor a response and apply
force, if necessary. Situational awareness was essential, and officers were trained to judge
when a crisis required the use of force to regain control of a situation. The use of force by
police officers was considered interdisciplinary and behavior science approach which can
answer all operational questions related with Dos’ and Don’ts. This article focused on issues
in other countries and issues that were going to take place in Thailand by presenting
background and contents on the use of force policy in Thailand before reviewing the use of
force policy in other countries that was progressing rapidly. Although Thailand had just begun

to adopt this policy because of cultural differences and legal restrictions.
