The current issue includes 4 research articles, 2 academic article, and 1 book review.

These contributions present valuable findings and suggestions as follows:

Research Article 1:" Development of English reading skills using stories video of
Mathayom 1 students at Assumption Convent Lamnarai School." This study aimed to improve
the English text pronunciation skills of Grade 7 students using story video media and to
compare their pronunciation skills before and after the lessons. Data were collected from
a group of Grade 7 students. The findings indicated that teaching through effective story video
media allowed teachers to achieve their objectives. Students were able to use the story video
program independently with ease and speed, and students and demonstrating greater
effectiveness compared to traditional classroom teaching methods. Students who learned
through story video media showed improvement in critical thinking skills and were able to

utilize graphics and animations effectively.

Research Article 2: " Developing skills in using Microsoft Excel of students in Mathayom 4
level Parkpleewittayakarn School " This study aimed to investigate the development of
Microsoft Excel skills among Grade 10 students through hands-on teaching methods focused on
practical application The findings revealed that post-learning scores were higher than
pre-learning scores, which is indicating a significant improvement. This results showed that
students could effectively use the program during their learning process, contributing to the

efficient development of their Microsoft Excel skills.

Research Article 3:" Developing vocabulary reading skills through a series of reading
activities for primary school students at Wat Lad Khao School (Pracharatwittaya)" This study
aimed to enhance the reading skills of primary school students at Wat Lad Kao School

(Pracharath Wittaya) and to compare their reading skills before and after their learning. The



findings showed that the use of reading activity sets with images led to significant improvements
in students' reading abilities. A comparison of word reading skills and learning outcomes (post-
test) demonstrated positive changes in the students' reading proficiency, highlighting the
effectiveness of the reading activity sets in fostering reading development among primary
school students.

Research Article 4:" Career Outcomes And Employability Of It Graduates: A Tracer
Study” This study evaluates employment status, the relevance of jobs to fields of study,
professional success, and the challenges they encounter, including difficulties in job searching,
adapting to new job roles, and keeping up with rapidly changing technology. The findings
revealed that recent graduates must adapt to technological advancements and continually
develop themselves to meet the demands of the current competitive job market. In today's
labor market, experienced individuals have better opportunities to secure jobs, and industries
increasingly require expertise in IT when compared to the past.
