These contributions present valuable findings and suggestions as follows:

Research Article 1: " The Development of Thinking Skills in Daily Spending Among Early
Childhood Students Through Role-Playing Activities: A Case Study of Kindergarten Level 2
Students at Ban Ko Samo Community School (Samakkhi Wittaya)" This quantitative study aims
to: develop students’ thinking skills related to daily spending through role-playing activities,
improve methods for providing role-playing experiences in daily spending. compare students'
cognitive skills in spending before and after the intervention. The study employed pre- and
post-tests as research tools and analyzed data using statistical methods, including frequency,

percentage, and comparative analysis.

Research Article 2: " A study of Integrated Teaching Behavior and Inculcation of Morality
and Ethics of Teachers in Provincial Office of Learning Encouragement in Saraburi" This study
aims to:1) Investigate teachers’ behaviors in integrating moral and ethical values into teaching.
2)Compare these behaviors across variables such as gender, marital status, residence, and
academic background.3) examine the relationship between teaching behaviors and age, work
experience, and monthly income. A questionnaires was used as the research tool, and data
analysis included frequency, percentage, and independent t-tests to assess differences in

teaching behaviors.

Research Article 3: " Development of Emotional Intelligence of Children with Intellectual
Disabilities in Prachinburi Special Education Center by Using 15 Postures Hermit Exercises" This
study focuses on: enhancing emotional intelligence (EQ) in children with intellectual disabilities
through a 15-posture hermit exercise program improving the execution of these 15 postures.

comparing emotional intelligence in children before and after performing the 15-posture



exercises.This quantitative research collected data on EQ development using hermit exercises

and analyzed the findings to promote cognitive growth in children with intellectual disabilities.

Research Article 4: " A study on the internet usage behavior of students in schools
Suanpa uppatham school, Chachoengsao” This study examines internet usage behavior and its
relationship with age and GPA among 169 students. Data were analyzed using statistical tools
such as frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, independent t-tests, and Pearson's
correlation coefficient to assess the relationship between variables.

Academic Article 1 : "Teaching Competencies of Teachers in the Era of Artificial
Intelligence (Al): Developing Teaching and Learning Skills for the Future" This article explores
teaching in the Al era, highlighting the necessity for educators to enhance their teaching
competencies by integrating technological and ethical dimensions. Teachers must understand
how to use Al effectively within educational processes, fostering a system that is adaptive to
future changes. Simultaneously, they need to develop learners in alignment with modern
educational standards.
