The current issue includes 4 research articles, 2 academic article, and 1 book review.
These contributions present valuable findings and suggestions as follows.

Research Article 1: “Development of Self-Understanding for Career Choice of 5th Grade
Secondary School Students through MIAP Learning Management at Sattahip Witthayakom
School, Chonburi Province” 1.To develop the use of MIAP learning management. 2.To develop
self-understanding for career choice of 5th grade secondary school students through MIAP
teaching. 3.To compare self-understanding for career choice of 5th grade secondary school
students before and after the course. The research is quantitative and found that the pre-test
had a mean of 1.64 with a standard deviation of 0.22, while the post-test had a mean of 4.17

with a standard deviation of 0.43, showing a statistically significant difference at the .001 level.

Research Article 2: “Developing Communication Skills through Speaking and Writing Using
the CIPPA Model for Students at Amnuay Suksa School, Chanthaburi Province” 1.To develop
the CIPPA Model teaching method. 2.To develop speaking and writing communication skills of
students at Amnuay Suksa School, Chanthaburi Province. 3.To compare speaking and writing
communication skills before and after the course. This quantitative research uses a CIPPA Model
learning plan, consisting of 3 lessons on history. The CIPPA Model method helped develop and
train teachers to design excellent learning activities, promoting student self-development and

encouraging teachers to design new learning innovations.

Research Article 3: “Study on the Behavior of Teachers Regarding Morality, Ethics, and
Professionalism at Muang Mai Chonburi Kindergarten” This is a descriptive study with the

following objectives: 1.To study the teaching behaviors focused on morality, ethics, and



professionalism of teachers at Muang Mai Chonburi Kindergarten. 2.To compare the teaching
behaviors focused on morality, ethics, and professionalism of teachers with different gender,
marital status, education level, and job position. 3.To study the relationship between teaching
behaviors focused on morality, ethics, and professionalism with age, monthly income, and work
experience of the teachers.

Research Article 4: “Occupational Health Hazards among Migrant Canteen Workers in
Select Higher Education Institutions of Rohtas District in Bihar” This study aims to explore the
prevalence of occupational hazards among migrant workers in canteens in Bihar and assess their
awareness of safety and health practices at the workplace. The study found that the awareness
of occupational hazards in canteens was low due to a lack of education and training on
workplace safety and health. The common hazards found include.

Academic Article 1: “Multiculturalism and the New Generation: Paths to Understanding
and Reconciliation in Contemporary Society” This article explores the relationship between
multiculturalism and the views of the new generation in living together in contemporary society.
It focuses on adaptation and understanding in a diverse cultural context, where globalization
has led to migration and integration of people from various races, religions, languages, and
perspectives.

Although
Thailand has made significant progress, the article also points out challenges such as regulatory
inconsistencies, limited consumer awareness, and gaps in infrastructure.
