are intended to benefit researchers, scholars, and practitioners in various research fields.

The current issue includes 4 research articles, 1 academic article, and 1 book review.
These contributions present valuable findings and suggestions as follows.

Research Article 1: “The Development Of Analytical Thinking Skills Using the STAD
Technique Method of Elementary Students. Amnuay Suksa School, Chanthaburi Province.” This
study aimed to: 1.develop analytical thinking skills of primary school students at Amnuay Suksa
School, Chanthaburi Province; 2.improve the instructional practices of primary school teachers
using the STAD (Student Teams Achievement Divisions) technique; 3.compare students'
analytical thinking skills before and after implementing the technique.The study applied both
quantitative and qualitative methods. The results revealed that teaching using the STAD
technique significantly enhanced teachers' ability to design excellent learning activities. These
activities helped students reach their full potential and encouraged teachers to continually

innovate instructional strategies in alignment with lesson plans.

Research Article 2: “A study of teaching behavior that emphasizes the cultivation of
morality and ethics in students among teachers in schools in Minburi District, Bangkok
Metropolitan. This study aimed to: l.investigate teaching behaviors that emphasize the
cultivation of moral and ethical values; 2.compare such behaviors among teachers with
different backerounds, 3.explore the relationship between teaching behaviors and selected
background factors of the teachers. The findings revealed that moral and ethical teaching
behaviors were influenced by personal characteristics and teaching contexts. These findings
should be considered in curriculum design for teacher professional development, to enable
effective promotion of moral and ethical values among students in diverse socio-cultural

settings.



Research Article 3: “Developing teamwork skills Using the Active learning (Games-based
Learning) teaching method for students Amnuay Suksa School. Chanthaburi Province” The
objectives of this study were: 1. to develop teamwork skills among primary school students
using Active Learning (Game-Based Learning); 2.to compare students’ teamwork skills before and
after the intervention. This mixed-method study, involving Grade 5 students, found that Active
Learning (Game-Based Learning) was a highly effective approach to foster teamwork skills. The
approach not only promoted academic growth but also improved students’ life skills. It was
found to be well-suited for 21st-century learning that emphasizes student-centeredness and

collaborative competencies.

Research Article 4: “Factors Influencing the Adoption of Mobile Payment Systems in
Malaysia” This study aimed to examine factors influencing the adoption of mobile payment
systems in Malaysia, focusing on convenience, security, and consumer preference. Using Pearson
correlation and multiple regression analysis, the results showed that convenience and
consumer preference significantly influenced adoption while security had no statistically
significant effect. These findings provide useful insights for service providers and policymakers in

designing mobile payment systems that meet consumer needs more effectively.

Research Article 5: “A Bibliometric Analysis of Automated System Maintenance Tools”
This article presents a bibliometric analysis covering six decades (1964-2024), highlighting the
intellectual progression, significant milestones, and emerging trends in automated system
maintenance tools. Early research laid the foundation for simulation-based optimization
methods, while recent developments integrate technologies such as artificial intelligence

(Al),the Internet of Things (IoT), and big data analytics

Research Article 6: “Achieving Enhanced Space Efficiency and Crash Resilience in Cloud-
Based Garbage Collection Systems for Optimized Resource Management” This study illustrates
the adoption of sustainable production processes, resource optimization, and closed-loop
system development. Key examples show how such innovations reduce waste and support
product life cycle management. Although Thailand has made significant progress, the article
highlights ongoing challenges such as regulatory inconsistencies, limited consumer awareness,

and infrastructural gaps.



Academic Article 1: “The Coffee Industry and Coffee Culture in Thailand” This study
explores the development of Thailand’s coffee industry in terms of both production and
culture. From humble beginnings, Thailand has grown to be a major player in the Asian coffee
market.
