These contributions present valuable findings and suggestions as follows.

Research Article 1: “The Development of Basic Mathematical Thinking Skills of Early
Childhood Children using the High Scope Teaching Method at Ban Khao Chong Khaep Child
Development Center, Sa Kaeo Province This research aimed to: 1.Develop basic mathematical
thinking skills in early childhood using the High Scope teaching method at Ban Khao Chong
Khaep Child Development Center,2.Improve teachers' instructional skills in using the High Scope
method for teaching basic mathematical thinking skills, and 3.Compare children's mathematical
thinking skills before and after instruction. The research findings revealed that providing learning
experiences using the High Scope approach significantly enhanced early childhood cognitive
development, both in terms of academic achievement and systematic thinking processes, as

evidenced by pre- and post-test comparisons.

Research Article 2: “Development of Management Guidelines to Enhance Tibetan Dance
Education at Degin County Ethnic Primary School, Yunnan Province, China The purposes of this
study were: 1.To examine the current situation of Tibetan dance education management, and
2.To develop management guidelines to enhance the teaching and learning of Tibetan dance. A
mixed-methods research design was employed. Results showed that the current management
of Tibetan dance instruction, as perceived by parents and teachers, was at a moderate level.
School planning and administration were rated high by parents, while technology, innovation,

and assessment were rated at a moderate level.



Research Article 3: “Comparative Analysis of Biometric and Facial Recognition as Security
Measures in Web Development This research aimed to provide a comparative analysis between
biometric authentication and facial recognition technologies as security mechanisms in web
development. A quantitative methodology was used, with data collected from 52 participants
including web developers, cybersecurity professionals, and general users through structured
questionnaires. The technologies were assessed across various dimensions including security,

usability, implementation complexity, and data privacy compliance.

Academic Article 1: “The Thai Railway System a Bleak History and A Bright Future
This study examined the Thai railway system, highlighting its historical significance and its role in
national transportation and economic development. The study found that the current railway
system is being modernized through the application of advanced technologies, aiming to
transform it into a safe, efficient, and sustainable transportation network. The research also
explored historical events related to the development of the railway before its modernization.

Academic Article 2: “Thailand’s Ghost Stories” This article explores Thai ghost stories
and folklore, examining their cultural and academic relevance. It emphasizes the impact of
spiritual beliefs on Thai lifestyles and traditions.

The author proposes practical methods based on Buddhist
teachings to alleviate accumulated societal stress.
