These contributions present valuable findings and suggestions as follows.

Research Article 1: “Exploring BSIT Students’ Experiences and Perceptions on ChatGPT as
a Tool for Software Development” This study aims to explore the attitudes and experiences of
undergraduate students in the Bachelor of Science in Information Technology (BSIT) program
regarding the use of ChatGPT as a tool to assist in software development. With the
advancement of artificial intelligence (Al) in education, especially in programming and software-
related subjects, this research investigates how students are utilizing ChatGPT in their learning

process.

Research Article 2: “Battling the Silent Invaders: The Alarming Impact of Computer
Viruses on Student Laptops and Effective Protection Strategies” The objective of this study is to
examine the impact of computer viruses on student computers or laptops and to explore the
preventive measures students adopt to protect their devices. In the digital era, students
increasingly rely on electronic devices for learning, communication, and entertainment.
However, this reliance exposes them to various cyber threats such as malware, cyberattacks,

data breaches, and digital terrorism.

Research Article 3: “Enhancing Data Privacy in Cloud-Based Systems Using Basic
Encryption Techniques”This study compares selected encryption techniques and evaluates
their suitability in real-world scenarios. The findings suggest that while basic encryption may not
provide the highest level of security compared to more complex methods, it still offers a solid

foundation for protecting cloud data—especially in environments with limited resources. This



research contributes to the ongoing effort to make cybersecurity more accessible and

emphasizes the importance of balancing security and usability in cloud-based applications.

Research Article 4: “The Role of Parental Involvement Through Information Technology
in Low-Income Communities” This study investigates the factors influencing the acceptance of
mobile payment systems in Malaysia, focusing on convenience, security, and consumer
preference. Using Pearson correlation and multiple regression analysis, the study found that
convenience and consumer preference significantly influenced acceptance, whereas concerns
about security showed no significant relationship. The findings may help service providers and
policymakers improve mobile payment systems to better meet user needs.

Academic Article 1: “Positive Psychology-Oriented Guidance: Fostering Flourishing Among
Thai Students” This study examines a significant shift in school guidance in Thailand—from the
traditional problem-solving model (2:3:3:5) toward a positive psychology approach aimed at
fostering internal strength and holistic growth. The PERMA-T model integrates transcendence
(spirituality) into the original PERMA framework to reflect spiritual values within Thai culture. It
also aligns with the local wisdom-based process of "Know — Love - Think — Do — Share" to
develop students’ psychological capital for meaningful and sustainable living in the 21st
century.

Book Review: “The Psychology of Money: Timeless Lessons on Wealth, Greed, and
Happiness Author: Morgan Housel This book presents the idea that financial success does not
rely solely on knowledge or investment formulas but instead on behavior, attitudes, and self-
understanding. The author uses storytelling and thought-provoking questions to show how
emotions, fear, greed, and personal experiences influence financial decisions more than
numbers ever could. It is not merely a book about money but a tool to help readers gain
deeper insight into themselves through the lens of finance.
