Research Article 1: "On the factors affecting the adoption of coffee farming in Alangalang,
Leyte, Philippines: A descriptive-correlational approach” This study aims to analyze the factors
influencing the adoption of coffee farming in the Philippines, focusing on a sample of registered
farmers who participated in a local government unit survey. The data collection was conducted
using a structured questionnaire, and the data were analyzed using descriptive statistics and
Spearman's rank correlation.

Research Article 2: "Gender-Based Violence in Communities: An Examination of
Prevalence, Awareness and Official Responses"In this study, the researchers employed a mixed-
method research design to obtain a comprehensive result. The main data collection tools used
were surveys and semi-structured interviews. The findings revealed that the prevalence of
Gender-Based Violence (GBV) experienced by respondents varied in form. Physical violence was
reported as the most common form (89.1%), followed by emotional and psychological violence
(47.9%), sexual violence (10.9%), and economic violence (13%).

Research Article 3: "On Assessing the Crop Production Trainings in Eastern Samar,
Philippines" This study focused on assessing the impact of crop production training programs in
the Philippines. Descriptive statistics and correlation analysis were used to analyze the results.
The findings indicated that the trainees were satisfied with the training programs, which were
aligned with their needs. Positive feedback was provided regarding the practical knowledge and
new skills gained during the training sessions.

Academic Article 1: "Morality in the Modern Era: Challenges and Directions in the

Contemporary World"This article studies and analyzes the state of morality in the current era,



emphasizing the dynamic nature of morality and how it adapts to the context of the modemn
world. It also examines the key challenges that impact the existence and transmission of moral
values in contemporary society.
