Research Article 2: “Conflict resolution strategies used by farmers and fisherfolk
associations in the municipality of Barotac Nuevo, Iloilo, Philippines” This study aims to examine
the causes of conflicts and the effectiveness of conflict resolution strategies within farmers' and
fisherfolk associations in Barotac Nuevo, Iloilo. These associations were established to discuss
agricultural and fisheries techniques, improve expertise, and defend the rights and interests of
members. The study uses descriptive and quantitative research designs with surveys from
respondents.

Research Article 3: “Farmers perception of local farmer technicians (LFTs) in rice
production: The case of Mauswagon ARC Cooperative in Bonifacio, Misamis Occidental,
Philippines” The objective of this study is to explore farmers' perceptions of the contributions of
Local Farmer Technicians (LFTs) to rice production within the Mauswagon ARC Cooperative in
Bonifacio, Misamis Occidental. The research is qualitative, using document analysis and
interviews to gather data. Farmers view LFTs as trustworthy, effective, and helpful in pest
management, fertilizer application, and water conservation. However, limitations in service
access due to budget constraints and the need for tailored advice for individual farmers exist.

Academic Article 1: " Reading Behavior of Thai Students in the Digital Social World" This
article aims to study the reading behavior of Thai students in the digital age, which is influenced
by easy access to information technology. The change in reading behavior among Thai students
reflects a shift from traditional reading methods to digital reading through devices such as

smartphones, computers, and the internet.
