This issue comprises 3 research
articles and 1 academic article, as follows:

Research Article 1: "Factors Affecting the Adoption of High-Value Vegetable Production in
Alangalang, Leyte, Philippines" by Ruben Remetilla, Jemboy M. Cadenas, and Leomarich F. Casinillo. In
Alangalang Municipality, Leyte, Philippines, farmers face issues with crop loss and a shortage of high-yield
seeds. The study proposes that farmers should use vegetable seeds that offer high yields, are easy to
maintain, and are resistant to environmental conditions. Furthermore, relevant agencies should provide
technical support and promotion to reduce cultivation costs.

Research Article 2: "The Application of Ethical Development Based on the Muslim Way of
Life in Participatory Waste Management of the Yi-ngo Community, Yi-ngo District, Narathiwat
Province" by Assuwan Pohha. This study examines the situation and problems of community waste
management, leading to solutions that utilize moral principles for stimulation, employ religious symbols
to raise awareness, and use religious activities as motivation to foster public participation in the area.

Research Article 3: "Influences of Social Media Marketing Communication and Religious
Motivation on Tourists’ Decision-Making Along the Ashtavinayak Yatra, Maharashtra, India" by Ntapat
Worapongpat, Jitthapat Niyomthanawat, and Opas Kitkamhang. The findings indicate that online marketing
communication, particularly the presentation of local belief legends and images of rituals, significantly
influences the decision-making for pilgrimage tourism. The study also suggests that entrepreneurs must
prioritize direct online communication and safety assurances to further enhance the efficiency of tourists'
decisions to join pilgrimage tours.

Position paper: "Making Growth Reach People: A Practical Agenda for Poverty Alleviation in
the Philippines" by Stephen V. Naul, Efren I. Balaba, and Felanie V. Docena. This article reviews academic
work on the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), specifically the poverty issue, to address chronic
poverty in the Philippines. It proposes the implementation of policies and programs that promote cost
reduction and income increase, including school lunch welfare provision, employment promotion, and a

focus on achieving literacy among children and youth.
