This study found that while farmers are
highly satisfied with material subsidies like seeds and fertilizers, there is a need for more frequent
farm advisory and training services. The recommendation is for local units to strengthen capacity-
building programs to ensure long-term agricultural sustainability.

Research Article 2: “Teacher Induction Program and Neophyte Teacher Development in
Maasin District, Philippines” by Jeynel M. Guilao, Dellia Beronio, and Melbert O. Hungo. This
research explores how the Teacher Induction Program (TIP) helps new teachers understand their
responsibilities and integrate into the profession. The findings emphasize that a well -implemented
induction program is crucial for maintaining teacher quality and enhancing student learning outcomes.

Research Article 3: “Evaluating the Effectiveness of a Machine Learning-Based Approach
for Detecting Learning Disabilities in Elementary Through Game Interactions” by Arlah F. Licay
and Efren . Balaba. This study utilizes Machine Learning (ML) to analyze gameplay data to identify
potential learning disabilities like dyslexia or ADHD. It suggests that ML tools can provide significant
support for educators in early detection and timely intervention for students with special needs.

Research Article 4: “The Application of the BCG Model and Competitive Strategies to
Achieve Sustainable Development Goals in the Health and Beauty Supplement OEM Industry
in Samut Sakhon Province” by Ntapat Worapongpat. The study indicates that OEM operators
successfully apply the Bio-Circular-Green (BCG) model alongside competitive strategies like brand
credibility and international standards.
