These contributions present valuable findings and suggestions as follows:

Research Article 1: "Lessons Learned: Severe Flooding with Mud in Mae Sai, Thailand"
This research aims to analyze the issue of severe flooding with mud in Mae Sai through
interviews with all responsible officials. Key factors about this issue were identified include
continuous rainfall and a lack of integrated data among countries. The research has suggested

establishing an international task force for more effective data management.

Research Article 2: " The Development of Analytical Thinking Skills by Active Learning
Activities of 10th Grade Students in Chemistry at Nongjok Pitthayanusorn School" This study
aims to develop analytical thinking skills through active learning activities. The results showed
significant improvement of students’ thinking skills considering from pre-learning assessment
and post-learning assessments. The effectiveness of the developed learning management plan

can be applied to enhance future teaching practices.

Research Article 3: "Developing Pronunciation Skills by teaching students through KIRAATI
for Kindergarten Level 3 Students at Witthayapanya School" This research focuses on improving
Arabic pronunciation skills using the KIRAATI teaching method. The findings indicated the
development of pronunciation skills among kindergarten students, and enhancing their

understanding of the Arabic language and enabling practical application in real-life contexts.



Research Article 4:" The Study of the Behavior of Teaching to the Identity of the
Catholic Education of Teachers at Watthananusorn School, Chonburi Province" This study
showed that the teaching behaviors of teachers in Catholic schools in every aspects; teaching
and learning aspect, learning environment management aspect, and measurement and

evaluation aspect were at high level.

Research Article 5: “A Study of Artificial Intelligence’s Impact on the Changing Landscape
of Required Job Roles and Skills in Vietnam’s Digital Marketing Sector” This study presents an
exploration of the influence of Artificial Intelligence (Al) on the digital marketing sector in
Vietnam, focusing on changes in job roles, skill demands, and the ethical considerations that
arise in this context. By employing a mixed-methods approach, the research gathers
comprehensive data from digital marketing professionals in Vietnam along with a relevant
literature review. There is a notable demand for data analytics skills, strategic Al management,
and the ability to address ethical issues related to Al, such as data privacy and algorithmic

transparency.
